THE KERALA DEVASWOM RECRUITMENT BOARD ACT, 2015

An Act to provide for the constitution of an autonomous Devaswy,,
Recruitment Board for preparing select list of candidates for the
appointments in various posts other than hereditary posts and yp,
posts in aided educational institutions in Devaswom Boards of i,
State of Kerala and for matters connected therewith or incidentq]
thereto.

Preamble.—WhEREAS, it is cxpedient to provide for the constiﬁltion
of an autonomous Devaswom Recruitment Board for preparing sclect list
of candidates for thc appointments in various posts othcr than hercditary
posts and thc posts in aided educational institutions in Devaswom Boards
of the Statc of Kerala and for matters connccted thercwith or incidental
thereto;

BE, it enacted in the Sixty-sixth Year of the Republic of India as
follows:—

CHAPTER ]
PRELIMINARY

1. Short title and commencement.—(1) This Act may be called the
Kerala Devaswom Recruitment Board Act, 2015.

(2) It shall be deemed to have come into forcc on the lIst day of
March, 2014.

CHAPTER I
CONSTITUTION OF THE BOARD

3. Constitution of the Board.—(1) The Government shall, as soon
s may be, after the commencement of this Act, by notification in the
jazette constitute a Board to be known as the 'Kerala Devaswom
Recruitment Board' to exercise the powers conferred on it and to perform
he functions under this Act.

(2) The Board shall be an independent and autonomous body
Corporate in the name aforesaid, having perpetual succession and common
seal and shall in the said name, sue and be sued.

(3) The Board shall consist of six members nominated by the
GOVemment, who belongs to Hindu religion and having faith in God and
temple rituals. One person who is or has been holding a post not below
the rank of Secretary to Government shall be the Chairperson and
among other members one shall be a woman and one shall be a member
bdonging to Scheduled Caste or Scheduled Tribe.

5. Term of Office and conditions of service of the Chairperson
and Members—(1) The Chairperson and other members may continue in
office till the completion of a period of five years from the date on which
they assume office or till they attain the age of 65 years, whichever s
earlier.

(2) The Chairperson or Member of the Board may, at any tm®
resign his office by giving a notice in writing to the Government undet
his hand. _

(3) The term of office of a member nominated to fill a tgmpOfﬁg
vacancy shall be only for the period during which that member in W
vacancy he was nominated, would have held office.

position so as to render his continuance in that post detrimental to the
intcrest of the Board or public:

Provided that no person shall be removed under this sub-scction unlcss
that person has been given a reasonablc opportunity of being heard.

(5) A vacancy occurrcd under sub-scction (2) or otherwisc shall be
filled by fresh nomination.

(6) A person once appointed as Chairperson or Member is not
cligible for re-appointment. |

(7) The Chairperson and Members shall be full-time officers and
shall be eligible to such salary and allowances as may be prescribed.

6. Appointment of officers and employees of the Board.—(1) The
Government may, appoint the following officers and cmployees necessary
for the proper management of the Board, namely:—

(@) a Law Officer not below the rank of Joint Sceretary to

7. Vacancies etc. not to invalidate proceedings of the Board.— No
Act or proceeding of the Board shall become invalid mcrely on the
ground of the existence of any vacancy or defect in the constitution of the
Board.

8. Meetings of the Board.—(1) Thc Board shall mect whenever
necessary, at such place and time, as the Chairperson may deem fit.

(2) The meeting of thc Board shall be convened by the Sccretary
of the Board on the reccommendation of the Chairperson. |

(3) Meetings of the Board shall ‘be presided over by the |
Chairperson and in his absence by a Mcmber chosen by the Members
present from among themselves.

(4) The quorum for a meecting shall be four including the
Chairperson.

(5) Any matter coming up before a mecting of the Board shall
decided by a majority of th¢ members present and voting at the mecting
and in the casc of cquality of votes, (he Chairperson or the member W2
is presiding over the mecting, shall have g casting vote right.

FUNCTIONS AND POWERS OF THE BOARD

9. Functions of the Board.—-(1) The Board shall have the following
functions, namely:-

(i) notwithstanding anything contained in any other cxisting Act or
Rules or Regulations or orders or judgment or decree in respect of the
gppointment of candidglcs to the posts in the Devaswom Board, the Board
shall prepare sclect list for the appointment of candidales to various posts
other than the hereditary posts and posts in the aided educational
institutions in the Devaswom Boards as per the provisions of this Act,
Rules and Regulations;

(i) to invitc applications, to conduct writtcn e¢xamination or
intervicw or written examination and interview and to preparc sclect list
for sclection to the various posts other than the hercditary posts under the
Devaswom Board, as may be prescribed, as and when the requisition for
such examination is received from the concermed Devaswom Board;

(i) to make all required arrangements in conncction with the

cxamination including the preparation of question papers, supcrvision of
examinations and valuation, conduct of interview and preparation of the

sclect list;

(iv) to conduct any othcr cxamination rclating to Devaswom

Board as entrusted by thc Government;
(v) to call for and obtain dctails rcgarding thc cxamination
