ticket.

Candidates reporting after the scheduled time will not be admitted to the examination.
4) Candidates shall occupy the seats allotted to them half an hour before the commencement of the
examination.
5) Candidates shall use only blue/black ink fountain pen/ball point pen for writing answers in the 

answer sheet.  Use of pencil, sketch pen and use of any other colour ink is not permitted.
6) Candidates will not be permitted to leave the examination hall until the examination is over and 

without handing over his/her answer books to the Invigilator.
7) Candidates shall bring into the examination hall  Admission ticket, Identification Certificate,  

Identity proof and ball point pen/fountain pen with blue or black ink.  Candidates shall not  
bring  with  them  watch/wrist  watch,  smart  watch,  camera  watch  or  any  other  electronic  
communication gadgets such as mobile phone, digital diary, pendrive, calculator, electronic pen,
scanner,  camera  pen,  health  band,  bluetooth  devices,  earphone,  earpods,  microphone,
pager, PDA, spy camera glasses, other programmable devices and storage devices, or any other 
equipment or related accessories either in working or switched off mode capable of being used 
as a communication device in the examination hall.  Any infringement of the instructions will 
result in the immediate ejection of the candidate from the examination hall and subsequent  
invalidation of the answer script/permanent/temporary disqualification from applying to the  
Departmental examination conducted by Kerala Devaswom Recruitment Board.

8)  Candidates  shall  put  their  signature  against  their  names in  the  address  list  provided in  the  
examination hall.
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9) All candidates will be under camera surveillance.
